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The Jump $tart Coalition for Personal Financial Education tested High School Seniors on financial education 
and found that low-income, African American and Hispanic students scored lower than higher income students 
and white students. Further, a study conducted by the Woodstock Institute found that “without an apprecia-
tion of money concepts and an understanding of financial options, people are likely to pay more than they 
have to for financial services, fall into debt, damage their credit records, over-invest in life insurance, or 
declare bankruptcy.”

However, the good news is that overwhelming research indicates that financial 
education helps reduce poverty.

I hope this letter finds you well.  I write this letter to explain why the World of Money organization is an 
important program for today’s youth.

World of Money also taught me to save most of my money and live off half of what I earn, and to invest in 
companies that have been steady for the past years.  More important, I had the opportunity to give back to 
my community.  I spent a Saturday cleaning up a local park, while others fed the elderly.  The motto of World 
of Money, “Learn, Earn, Save, Invest, and Donate” is something I want to follow from now on.

I want to visit the White House because I know it would be a good experience for me to meet the first Afri-
can-American President and see firsthand how you live as the President.  I would like to ask you questions 
that only you can answer and tell you more about why every child should be able to take part in World of 
Money.
Thank you for reading this letter.  I hope that you will take time to see how this valuable program changes 
youth’s lives for the better.
